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Parking & Transportation Services




Parking and Transportation Services is happy to bring a new and exciting program to the U of A campus.  Beginning in the Fall 2010, we will be offering valet parking for bicycles in front of the Nugent Building.  This will provide students and employees a convenient, safe and secure way to park a bike on campus.  No worry about having a bike lock, no looking for space at a bike rack.  Just stop, check-in and go!  This is just another way that PTS is working to encourage alternate transportation and to help us have a more sustainable campus. 
Program Rules and Guidelines

1. To park at the Bike Valet Station your bicycle must be registered with Parking and Transportation and you must purchase a Bike Valet Punch Card.  The cost of a Bike Valet Punch Card is $10.00.  This allows the cardholder 20 parks at the Bike Valet Station, located in front of the Nugent Building. 
2. Bike Valet Punch Cards can be purchased at the Parking and Transportation office, 1117 E. 6th Street (located near the Sixth Street Garage).  In the near future, we hope to have the ability to sell Punch Cards on-line.
3. No cash is accepted at the Bike Valet Station.  

4. Each time a bike is parked at the Valet Station one punch is taken from the punch card. You must provide to the valet attendant your Bike Valet Punch Card each time you park.  There are no daily in-out privileges.

5. Parking and Transportation Services will not replace lost or stolen Bike Valet Punch Cards.  

6. The Bike Valet Station is open 8:00 A.M. to 6:00 P.M., Mon - Fri (excluding University holidays).  Bikes must be picked up no later than 5:45 P.M.  Bikes not picked up will be secured to a rack via a PTS U-Lock.  Call 621-1108 after 5:45 P.M. to secure the release of your bicycle.  The owner will be charged an additional punch on his/her punch card if the bike is left after-hours.  Parking and Transportation is not responsible for theft or damage to bicycles left at the Bike Valet Station afterhours. 

7. Owners should not leave items of significant value on their bicycles while parked at the Bike Valet Station. 

8. To pick up a bicycle at the Station the owner must present the key tag that was provided when the bike was parked with the attendant and identify your bicycle.  Lost key tags will result in a replacement fee being charged of $10.00.  The $10.00 fee will be assessed to the Bursars account of a student or as a payroll deduction for a University employee.  The attendant will not take cash. 

9. If the key tag is lost, the owner must identify him/herself with their CatCard so ownership of the bicycle can be verified through its registration permit on file with PTS.

10. No tipping of the Bike Valet Attendant is permitted.
11. Parking and Transportation is not responsible for damage or theft of bicycles parked at the Bike Valet Station.  Bikes parked at the Station are parked at the owner’s risk.

12. Bike Valet parking is designed for standard size bicycles.  Parking and Transportation reserves the right to deny parking privileges to bicycles that will not conform or fit into our parking system.  Only bicycles may be parked within the Bike Valet parking area. 
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
